Practise, practise, practise! 
 
Each week, you should be practising your key skills in reading, maths and spelling. This will really help you 
with your learning in the classroom. This should include: 
 

• Reading with an adult 5 times each week with a discussion about the story/text. This should be 
recorded in your reading diary. 

• Times Table Rock Stars 3-4 times each week for 3 minutes at a time. A little and often approach is 
key when practising times tables. 

• Doodle Maths once a week for further maths practice to consolidate learnt concepts. 

• Spelling practice. You will have new spelling words every Monday. Practise 5 words from the year 
group list and 5 words that follow the new spelling rule.

Geography:  

• Create a picture in the style of Romero Britto or Beatriz Milhazes  
• Redesign Brazil’s flag to reflect our learning  ( The River Amazon, its animal and plant life, its language 

etc) 

• Create fact file cards about Brazil- its languages, food and drink, landmarks, River Amazon, 
rainforest, currency…..) 

• Create a Powerpoint about Brazil 

• Research Rainforests around the world and create your own ‘Top Trumps’ game. 

• Produce a leaflet to encourage British tourists to visit Brazil including information about Brazil’s 
biodiversity. 

• Create a travel brochure all about Brasilia, the capital city of Brazil.

• Create a poster which tells me as much as possible about the Earth, the Sun or the Moon. 

• Write a news report about the first moon landing. 

• Produce a drawing which shows the eight planets in our solar system- naming them and labelling 
facts about them.
